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Bring your own clubs if possible to avoid additional risk, and if that's not possible, confirm in advance
that the course you're visiting has rentals available.
Tee times are required in advance.
You’ll be riding in your golf cart solo, or with someone who lives in your home, and it’s suggested that
every golfer wear a mask. And, be sure to bring along disinfectant, to wipe down the cart surfaces and
golf clubs, as well as your hand sanitizer. 
Courses are encouraging “gimmies” on the green to reduce crowding near the hole. 
Check to see which courses are currently open and accepting out of town visitors.
