Move from Puerto Rican
to vegan at Wholy Smoke
in Mauldin, which is
heavy on the meats as
well as the alternatives,
like a jackfruit sandwich,
meatless wings and even
vegan pulled barbecue—
and believe it or not,
more than half of the 22
sides on its menu are
vegan, too.

Vegan is on the menu at
Bobby’s BBQ in Fountain
Inn, too, but here the
jackfruit comes in tacos
(or you can opt for pulled
pork, brisket or turkey
tacos). The jalapeno
cheddar sausage is a
favorite, as is the cheesy
potato casserole topped
with perfectly salty

Ritz crackers.

At Smoking Butt Heads
BBQ in Greenville, a
spinoff of its owners’
successful competition
team, the flavors come
in the form of egg rolls
filled with collards,
cream cheese, brisket
and raspberry chipotle,
as well as the Frog Man
sandwich: prime brisket
topped with provolone,
beer-battered onion rings
and SBH’s sweet sauce.
Prefer pork? Get the
Frog Hog.

Who doesn’t love
barbecue favorites like
fall-apart ribs, juicy
brisket ... and Carolina
Korean cheesesteak?
That award-winning
sandwich isn’t the only
surprise on the menu

at Roy’s Grille in Irmo,
where you can savor SC
Chef Ambassador Chris
Williams’ housemade
tortilla chips and queso
blanco with pulled pork
or blackened chicken—
and, of course, the house
barbecue sauce.



The Pot Smoker BBQ has
locations in Aiken and
North Augusta, where it
smokes mushroom caps
for vegetarians and crispy
wings for carnivores.

When you're in Pendleton
(one of its four locations),

Texas meets South
Carolina at Lewis
Barbecue in Charleston
and Greenville, where
pitmaster John Lewis is
cooking up “Texas hot
guts” sausage (beefy,
with a bit of pork and a
hint of heat) and offering
sides like cowboy pinto
beans made with Tex-
Mex spice and a green
chile corn pudding. Daily
specials range from
smoked pork belly to
Lewis’ own Reuben.

More menu items that
remind you of home can
be found at Big Mike’s
Soul Food in Myrtle
Beach, where classics like
fried chicken and fish are
complemented by fluffy
croissant beignets and

a collard green dip—and
that’s just for starters.

Simmer
fresh corn on the cob, new
potatoes, sausage and
shrimp in a mixture of beer,
water and seasonings, and
dinner is ready.

HE TURNING POINT OF THE
ERICAN REVOLUTION

BY DEVYN WHITMIRE
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aging from 1775 to

1783, the American

Revolutionary War
was a period of scrappy
rebellion—an uprising of
the original 13 colonies
and its hardy residents
against the British crown—
which ultimately led to the
formation of the United
States of America. Many
notable battles took place
in the northern colonies,
but it was the conflicts in
the Carolinas, fought in its
swamps and marshes, its
fields and mountains, that
secured America’s victory.

With the war in the north
at a stalemate, and rich
agricultural resources
and rumors of Loyalists
(colonists still loyal to the
crown) awaiting them,
the British forces set their
sights on the Southern
colonies. The Southern
Campaign saw the British
capture of integral port
cities in Savannah and
then Charleston, up along
the coast to Georgetown.

Rickie Good, museum
curator and director of the

Revolutionary War Center
in Camden, says that this
signifies when Camden
became a “keystone” in
the battle for the South.

“Camden itself—the city,
the location of the town—
is on a major trading
route,” she explains. “If
you look at the map of
outposts that the British
set up in South Carolina ...
there’s an arc across the
state, and Camden is in
the center”

Having already captured
the major port cities, the
British found Camden’s
centralized location crucial
for running supplies

and keeping the war
alive. Contrastingly, the
Patriots saw the retaking
of Camden as a catalyst
of sorts to take back
Charleston and eventually
to eradicate the British
from South Carolina.

What makes this time

in history even more
fascinating is the resilience
that characterized the
many South Carolinians,



a melting pot of people
from all backgrounds and
walks of life, who played a
part in it.

A great place to start is
the Revolutionary War
Center in Camden, which
tells the story of the
Southern Campaign and
the Battle of Musgrove Mill
State Historic Site, which
depicts another significant
Patriot win.

No story about the South’s
rise to wealth can be

told without the story of
enslaved Africans brought
to its shores. Their skKills,
knowledge and strength
powered the South’s
economic engine, and at
one time, the Lowcountry
was one of the wealthiest
regions in the world due
to its enslaved workforce.
As North America’s
largest port of entry for
the Transatlantic Slave
Trade, an estimated 40%
of all enslaved Africans
trafficked to the continent
arrived through the
Charleston harbor.

Although a cornerstone of
prosperity in the colonies
and the fledgling country,
the contributions of
African Americans were
largely overlooked for
centuries. Many plantation
sites focused primarily on
the grandiose architecture
and the history of the
white families. However,
an ever-growing list of
historic properties are

telling a more complete
story of the past.

Dating to 1670, Charles
Towne Landing State
Historic Site is South
Carolina’s first permanent
English settlement site,
where enslaved Africans
arrived with European
colonists who had
previously established
profitable sugar cane
plantations in Barbados.
The efforts of these
enslaved people not only
strengthened the area’s
economic vitality but

also contributed to its
defense against potential
attackers. The site’s visitor
center museum chronicles
this history.

The property now known
as Boone Hall Plantation &
Gardens in Mount Pleasant
was founded in 1681 and
became a major producer
of cash crops such as rice,
indigo and cotton. By the
end of the 19th century, it
was the leading supplier
of U.S. pecans, due to its
enslaved workforce. Learn

about these people—their
culture, traditions and
stories—during the live
presentation of Exploring
The Gullah Culture, shared
by true descendants of the
Gullah Geechee people of
the Lowcountry and Sea
Islands. Then, explore the
newly renovated Cotton
Gin House, originally built
in the 1850s for processing
cotton, which today
features a visitor center,
gift shop and museum.

The 37-acre McLeod
Plantation Historic Site

in Charleston defines
itself as a Gullah Geechee
park for giving equal
attention to the lives

of the Europeans who
established the cotton
plantation and the lives
of the enslaved who built
and operated it. Through
its tours, exhibits and
interpretive programming,
visitors also gain insight
into the role of the free
Black Massachusetts 55th
Volunteer Infantry, the
Freedmen’s Bureau when
stationed at McLeod, and
the emergence of the
vibrant Gullah culture so
prominent throughout the
Lowcountry.

In addition to historic
slave dwellings, Magnolia
Plantation & Gardens

in Charleston offers
programming that
defines the contributions
of enslaved Africans
who built and operated
the rice plantation

and, subsequently, its
expansive gardens.

Since 1991, Middleton
Place in Charleston has
featured a permanent
exhibit called Beyond the
Fields, displayed at Eliza’s
House, a Reconstruction-
era African American
freedman’s dwelling.

The focal point is a

panel with the names of
more than 2,800 men,
women and children

who were enslaved by
the Middleton family.

In addition, Middleton
Place offers living history
demonstrations of
blacksmithing, pottery
making and other skills of
enslaved workers.

After extensive research
with descendant families
like the Henleys, Goodwins
and Wigfalls, the Redcliffe
Plantation State Historic
Site in Beech Island
interprets the lives

and work of enslaved
Africans who built

wealth for one of South
Carolina’s governors.

The park’s interpretive
programming discusses
their roles from slavery,
through sharecropping

to eventually paid
employment.

While these are just a few
of the important African
American interpretive sites
in South Carolina, all of
these historic destinations
inspire discussion and
reflection, and help visitors
more fully appreciate

the complex and often
challenging history that
led to the success of the
American South.

PRESERVING GULLAH
GEECHEE HERITAGE

For hundreds of years, the Gullah
Geechee people have lived on the coast
of South Carolina. The descendants

of enslaved Africans, this group has
preserved much of its rich culture,
language, food history and traditions.
Here are five ways to experience it

for yourself.

The Gullah Museum of Hilton Head
m Island maintains Gullah traditions,
customs, stories, songs and structures.

12 On Daufuskie Island, take the
three-hour Gullah Tour narrated by
sixth-generation native Sallie Ann
Robinson to learn about her ancestors.

The
on-site African Ancestors
Memorial Garden notes the
significance of Gadsden’s
Wharf, where an estimated
40% of enslaved Africans
entered the country.
Along with the permanent
collection, see the special
exhibit Follow the North
Star, on display May 23-
Nov. 3, 2024.

With a 4D theater, digital
dome planetarium and
observatory, plus extensive
galleries with permanent
and rotating exhibits,

the South Carolina State
Museum in Columbia

brings science, technology,

culture and history to life.

Also in Columbia, the
South Carolina Military
Museum chronicles
centuries of conflicts,
from the founding of
Charleston to modern-
day deployments. See
weapons that date to the
1600s, plus tanks, artillery
and personal equipment.

At Patriots Point Naval

& Maritime Museum in
Mount Pleasant, board

an authentic WWII
aircraft carrier—the USS
Yorktown—and explore
the immersive Vietnam
Experience Exhibit, which
spans more than 2 acres
and comes to life in 3D
through holograms and a
war camp setup. Before
leaving, pay your respects
to soldiers who made the
ultimate sacrifice when
you explore the interactive
exhibits at the on-site
Medal of Honor Museum.

For a stroll down musical
memory lane, stop into
Greenville’s Sigal Music
Museum, which houses
hundreds of iconic and

This event showcases more than 50
topiaries (trees and shrubs that are
expertly clipped and shaped), drawing
people from all over to view the
whimsical characters and scenes every
spring and summer.

From a mermaid and a Jeep to local
sports mascots and a zoo of creatively
assembled creatures, each topiary is
crafted and cared for all year. The living
sculptures debut just before the main
festival weekend each June, but visitors
and locals are invited to admire them

all season long. Sk (
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Cuppa Manna, Summetrville
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In Greenville, start your
day at Unlocked Coffee
Roasters. This minority-
owned roastery and cafe
specializes in single-origin
coffee, including beans
from the owners’ native
country of Colombia.

Ask the barista for a
recommendation or order
a flight to savor a variety.

The fair-trade ethos
carries over to Genesis
Hub in Newberry. Select
from fair trade coffees,
teas and drinks featuring
ingredients made in-
house. Depending on
the seasonal menu,

that might include The
Neapolitan, layering
house-made strawberry
syrup with fair trade
espresso and cold foam.

In fact, you'll find from-
scratch syrups on many
coffee shop menus
statewide. At Florence’s
Bean Bar, take your pick
of house-made syrups
from vanilla to caramel.
Like the coffee, they're
100% organic.

At Sweet Cream Company in
Columbia, the vibe is small-
batch and seasonal, curating
an ever-changing menu.
Embrace the elements of
surprise and creativity when
you go: Anything from white
chocolate lavender to sesame
seed honey pistachio could
be on the menu.

Dillard’s Ice Cream Parlor in
Greer varies its offerings—
but opt for a locally inspired
flavor when available. Imagine
crave-able Charleston sea-salt
caramel or South Carolina
Pothole: chocolate ice cream
studded with chocolate
chunks and ribboned with
fudge.

In North Myrtle Beach, break
from the shore to find the
Original Painter’s Homemade
Ice Cream.

American vintners have made
wine from America’s native
grape, the muscadine, for
hundreds of years; after the
Civil War, formerly enslaved
Africans gathered the sweet
clusters, made wine and sold
it throughout the state. Today,
Long Creek’s Chattooga

Belle Farm expands that
longstanding tradition by
transforming their annual crop
into high-octane moonshine,
aged brandy and even vodka.

Utilizing a near-extinct corn
variety is just part of the
interesting backstory of High
Wire Distillery in Charleston.
For their flavorful Jimmy Red
Bourbon, the distillers use
Jimmy Red corn, a blood-red
heirloom variety once cherished
by bootleggers and brought
back from oblivion by South
Carolina farmer and seed-saver
Ted Chewning. Meanwhile,
Palmetto Distillery in Anderson
uses an old family recipe to
craft its corn- and sugar cane-
based moonshines.

MOCKTAILS
ON THE MENU

Teetotalers rejoice: South
Carolina’s bartenders
have mixed up an array
of sophisticated, sans-
alcohol cocktails that go
well beyond club soda
with lime. On Sullivan’s
Island, The Longboard took
its cues from the tropics
to create drinks like the
pineapple-based You Have
No Proof. The Gin Joint in
Charleston might be known
for gin-based creations,
but its ABV-free drinks are
equally impressive. Try the
European Outlaw, which
gets its smoky notes from
Lapsang Souchong tea.
In Greenville, The Whale
Craft Beer Collective offers
nearly two dozen alcohol-
free craft wines, beers,
ciders and kombuchas.

Tea is South Carolina’s
Official Hospitality Beverage
and it’s easy to see why:
Not only has it been grown
in the state since the mid-
1700s, but Summerville is
considered the birthplace
of sweet tea. In North
Charleston, Firefly Distillery
was the first to infuse vodka
with locally grown black

tea (and sugar) to create
all-too-easy-to-drink sweet
tea vodka.

refused to leave. Masone insisted on honoring the significance of the

sit-in by incorporating it into his Rock Hill restaurant he fittingly named

“Kounter.” Today, patrons can opt to dine while sitting at the well-preserved,
original counter in seats that bear the names of those nine activists who

courageously stood their ground.
